Marlon realized at a very young age that he was not only gay, 
but also hardwired to push his limits and explore life deeply.  He 
believes leathermen meet face-to-face, crotch-to-crotch and 
heart-to-heart, and as a result we live out a raw honesty that is 
vitally needed in our increasingly self-absorbed and alienated 
world.

To help Latino men overcome shame and guilt, he created “Me 
Asusta Pero Me Gusta,” a Spanish language BDSM workshop for 
SELA, VOCES, and LUCES which are grassroots LGBT organiza-
tions in Hollywood and South East LA.  He is helping increase 
diversity with culture and passion – elements of what “Lat-
in-Leather” adds to the Leather Community.

On March 24, 2012, he won the Mr. LA Leather title and went on 
to place 4th at IML.  His concurrent title was Mr. Regiment Leath-
er 2012.  During his title year, he focused on celebrating our own 
leather families and traditions. He is also known as Payaso Cipo-
tin, a founding member of Payasos-LA.  He is a member of the LA 
Band of Brothers and is a friend of Avatar LA and The Regiment 
of the Black and Tans.

At Liberty Hill – LA’s public foundation for Change, Not Chaity 
– he raises funds to improve racial equity and economic oppor-
tunity for the most vulnerable in Los Angeles. He migrated to the 
U.S. from El Salvador and currently lives in Silverlake.

Jessie Vanciel has known he was kinky from a tender age of 16. 
Since then he has played with all sorts of labels within the com-
munity from submissive, boy, to top, Daddy and Sir. He played 
and volunteered behind the scene for years before finding a 
home at the SF Citadel. There he was encouraged to explore dif-
ferent fetishes, kinks, and relationships to bringing his everyday 
skills into organizing and producing events, hosting a newbie 
munch, and helping with educational events at the Citadel. Au-
gust Knight encouraged him to explore different groups and to 
step outside his comfort zone. 

After competing in Mr. San Francisco Leather in 2011 and com-
ing first runner up, he joined the SF Bay Area Leather Alliance 
helping with Leather Alley, working with muliple clubs for dif-
ferent events.
